Abstract: This Author Guidelines and Template should provide authors with information on how to prepare manuscript for papers to be reviewed and published as part of editorial procedure in the Serbian national Academic Journal of Applied Sciences and Technologies, edited by the Kruševac Scientific and Professional Society. Apart from useful information regarding preparation of papers for this journal, these Author Guidelines should also serve as a template and the starting point for formatting distinguished sections of manuscript, formatting already being applied to the corresponding styles in this Microsoft Word document (being the recommended text processor for technical preparation of papers for this journal). Papers should be written exclusively in English language. The very abstract should contain between 200-250 words in English language and should summarize the research objective, methodology, key results, and conclusions included in the paper. The additional formatting to Normal style for this abstract is already applied as AJASAT_abstract style, as follows. Font: Times New Roman, 10pt, italic. 3-6 keywords in English language should follow the abstract in the next paragraph, formatted with the same style. References, equations, and figures are not allowed either in the abstract or in the keywords sections. Optionally, corresponding Abstract (Sažetak) and Keywords (Ključne reči) sections in Serbian language could follow, with the same rules and formatted in the same way like their English counterparts. More detailed guidelines regarding paper contents and their preparation are specified in the following sections of these Guidelines.
Keywords: Specify between 3-6 expressions, best describing your unique content in the paper, e.g. signal processing, applied acoustics, convolutional neural network, measurements, engineering
Sažetak (abstract in Serbian language is optional!): Uputstvo za autore i šablon treba da obezbede informacije kako pripremiti rukopis za recenziju i objavljivanje u toku procedure koju sprovodi uredništvo u srpskom nacionalnom Akademskom časopisu primenjenih nauka i tehnologija (engl. skraćenica AJoAST), koje izdaje Naučno-stručno društvo Kruševac Pored korisnih informacija o pripremi radova za ovaj časopis, Uputstvo za autore takođe treba da posluži kao šablon i početni sadržaj za formatiranje istaknutih odeljaka rukopisa, koje je već urađeno u programu Majkrosoft Vord (kao preporučenom procesoru teksta za pripremu radova za ovaj časopis) kroz odgovarajuće stilove u ovom dokumentu Uputstva. Radove treba pisati isključivo na engleskom jeziku. Sam sažetak na engleskom (kao i opcioni na srpskom jeziku) treba da sadrži od 200-250 reči i treba da sumira cilj istraživanja, metodologiju, ključne rezultate i zaključke koji se sadrže u radu. Dodatno formatiranje uz stil Normal za ovaj sažetak već je primenjeno u stilu AJASAT_abstract, kao što sledi: font Times New Roman, 10pt, italic. 3-6 ključnih reči na engleskom jeziku treba da uslede posle sažetka u sledećem pasusu, formatirani istim stilom. Reference, jednačine i slike nisu dozvoljene ni u sažetku ni u ključnim rečima. Opciono, iza toga mogu uslediti odgovarajući odeljci Sažetak i Ključne reči na srpskom jeziku, sa istim pravilima i formatirani na isti način kao njihovi odgovarajući engleski elementi rada. Detaljnija uputstva u pogledu sadržaja rada i njegove pripreme navode se u sledećim odeljcima ovog Uputstva.
Ključne reči (keywords in Serbian language are optional!): Navesti između 3-6 jezičkih izraza koji najbolje opisuju jedinstveni sadržaj rada, npr. obrada signala, primenjena akustika, konvolucione neuronske mreže, merenja, inženjerstvo 
Introduction
The introduction, as first paper content section, should present the research background, problem definition, motivation, objectives, and a brief overview of related work on the topic that is going to be elaborated further in the paper. All first level content sections titles like this 1. INTRODUCTION should be formatted by selecting the Heading 1 style for its paragraph. Each First level content section title like this with Heading 1 style is set to be numbered automatically according the order of its appearance.
Main (common) text content (being out of any specific paper section) should be assigned to Normal style, paragraph justified to both left and right page margins, with single line spacing, having 6 pts space after itself, with 11pt font size and Times New Roman being the font name.
Further (first level) sections consider author guidelines regarding certain paper content that should be respected (if included) in the paper.
Pages in the paper
Manuscript must follow the provided AJoAST template (styles) strictly. Page is set to be of A4 size and authors should not change this format or page margins, layouts, headers, footers etc. Allowed paper length ranges should defer by paper type categories: Original (scientific or professional) Research paper 8–12 (such A4) pages, Review (survey) paper 10–12 pages; Short Report 4–6 pages.
Tables and figures
The most common additional content to the main text in a paper are tables and figures. As an example of using subheadings, i.e. the second level headings, by selecting the Heading 2 style on the corresponding paragraphs, two subheadings regarding formatting and referencing tables and figures follow below. Subheadings with the Heading 2 style selected are also numbered automatically, restarting within each first level section.
Tables
Tables should be placed as close as possible after being referenced in the main text, preferably entire table on the same page (if not longer than a page), formatted as basic style Table grid tables on the left page margin like Table 1 example, with corresponding table caption above each table, eventually containing source reference at the end. Extremely large tables, with too many columns to be accommodated on a portrait-oriented page, and if it has content for (almost) the whole page, then it could be placed landscape-oriented as separated new page section. Authors can also submit those large tables as separated supplementary submission files to be included within a main publication file by Journal’s personnel. The AJASAT_table_caption style should be selected for a table caption paragraph, being automatically numbered between automatically added fixed text Table and the caption written by authors, being 10pt font size regular Times New Roman fonts. It is recommended to remove spacing 6pt after paragraphs within table cells.

Figures
Formatting two smaller example figures along with their captions below (ending with Source information) is illustrated for Figures 1 and 2 (figures should be clear, readable and must be cited in text before their locations in document and should be referenced like that if both are referenced as separated at the same time, and like Figures 1–3 as consecutively referenced at the same time).

A caption below a figure is automatically numbered between fixed text Figure and caption entered by authors if authors use the recommended AJASAT_figure_caption style for figure caption paragraphs, being 10 pt font size regular Times New Roman fonts.
It is the responsibility of authors to provide authenticity of their figures when papers are reviewed and prepared when accepted. That means embedding fonts (or converting to curves), color spaces, image resolution and similar artifacts of impact to figure readability, accuracy and clearness (sharpness). 
Smaller and larger figures (the 3rd level heading example – should be attached to Heading 3 style)
Smaller figures could be placed besides one another within a table row with no borders and each figure could be then formatted in the same manner like Figure 1 example in its own table cell. Authors should not add spacing before paragraph after such a no-border table because such spacing is obtained from figure captions.
Extremely large figures, like detailed schematics or architectural system diagrams, could be placed as separated landscape-oriented sections as whole pages, or alternatively submitted as separated supplementary files to be handled by Journal’s personnel within main publication submission file during proof editing process.
Bulleted and numbered lists in the main text
Bulleted and numbered lists are also common content as well as the ways of emphasizing the items in the main text. There are also styles dedicated to those formatting, being AJASAT_bullets and AJASAT_numbering respectively. A paragraph before and a paragraph after bulleted or numbered list do not require special spacing since all list item paragraphs preserve their spacing formatting 6 pt after paragraph from Normal style. Examples of each follow below with corresponding actual information about paper types and broad topic categories that can be accepted in the Journal.
AJoAST can accept papers of the following types:
Original scientific paper
1. Review scientific paper (Survey paper)
Professional scientific paper
Announcement from a scientific meeting (Preliminary communications)
Scientific criticism and/or polemic
Report on a scientific conference, meeting, etc.
AJoAST can accept papers within the following broad topic categories:
Electrical engineering & Computer Science
Information technologies
Mechanical engineering
Technologies (applied in general: chemical, food, pharmaceutical, safety and protection at work, environmental protection etc.)
Transportation & Logistics
Please apply mouse right-click on the item number and use Restart at 1 or Continue numbering context menu options when needed after using the AJASAT_Numbering style. Authors can also further emphasize in italic an item’s title as part of a broader definition, as illustrated for item 4’s title Technologies.
Equations
Equations should be typed in the specialized Equation editor that is additional part of Microsoft Word installation. Such content should be entered into the central tab position within AJASAT_Equation-styled paragraph with automatically numbered equation and / or formula in the right-tabbed SEQ field. The easiest way to add new equations is then to copy the first paragraph below containing the first equation sample and paste it throughout the paper. Each Equation editor should be then used to edit equation instead of the Type equation here text. When authors finish their paper, they should update all equation number fields by selecting the whole document (by CTRL + A shortcut) and press F9 key. The result is illustrated in Equations (1)–(4) with edited Equations (2), (3). If simpler formula is needed, then it can be sufficient to write common text instead of using the Equation editor (in that case, the same procedure of copying the sample paragraph should still be applied and then just Equation editor part should be removed and equation’s common text should be typed instead).

Citations and references
AJoAST uses an IEEE-like numbered citation style. References are cited in the text using square brackets, e.g., [1], [2]. The reference list is ordered according to the order of appearance in the text. Multiple references are cited as [1], [2] if separated, or as a range [1]–[3] when consecutive. Examples of references [1], [2], as well as a web reference example [3] are given in the corresponding last section in the paper, titled REFERENCES.
Experimental methods and results (if applicable)
Authors should describe materials, experimental setup, instruments, and procedures in sufficient detail to allow reproducibility of results and findings. Authors should clearly describe measurement conditions, calibration, data acquisition, measurement uncertainty, and applied standards. SI units should be used for all quantities. Structure the results according to the logical flow of research. State the most significant characteristics of the study population or sample, attach precise and detailed data with measures of central tendency (arithmetic mean, mode, median) and variability (standard deviation, standard error, confidence interval), according to their type and nature. In the results, do not repeat the data already presented in the attachments (tables and figures). An example of tabular data result is shown in Table 2.
